Once these silos are full, the swarf is unloaded onto trucks. The problern occurred when this swarf, being mixed with cutting fluid, could not be dislodged from the silo making it nearly impossible to unload the silo. Vibrators and lances were used to move the swarf downwards, but the process was long and laborious.

Martin recommended the installation of air cannons. Martin installed three 4", 50 litre Martin® XHV Air Cannons in each silo. The Martin® XHV Air Cannons provide effective performance by supplying a quiet but powerful discharge of plant compressed air to dislodge material buildups and enhance the flow of bulk solids.

Following the installation of air cannons, the swarf was released from the silos very quickly and it was possible to completely unload the silo.
